Improvements - Pier 
In June MDE required an alternative pier plan due to 
the disturbance of wetlands necessary to construct the 
proposed access trail to the launching platform at the 
point of deepest water of Ship Point.  The alternative 
plan is a traditional fixed pier with floating docks in 
the location of our current temporary docks: 10’ wide, 
125’ long with two davits and a series of floating dock 
sections.

-Building and Site
A building concept created by Torchio Architects was 
approved by the Board.  The location of the building 
is being debated due to the County 300’ buffer rules.  
The well and its pump house were completed and water 
quality was approved.  McCrone completed a survey 
of the 5 acre area; Environmental Concern provided 
soundings for the dock plan.
Philip W. Reeves Commodore’s Prize Awarded – Abby 
Turner received the Prize for recognition of a high 
quality of seamanship and her promotion of the Club’s 
purpose to other young members.

Fleet Report ñ Ridgely Kelly
New boats and equipment purchased in the last year include two new Tohatsu 15 HP outboards, one fiber-
glass Opti, four used wooden Optis, two floating pier sections with ramp and one tent. Of the four wooden 
Optis, two have been restored. Newly constructed is the substantial 420 floating pier.

Maintenance and repairs to the fleet of eight 420s and a dozen Optis are continuous.  Several unusable 
boats, old Optis and Lasers, were disposed of, and 
one Laser was sold for $500.
